Eligibility

All candidates must meet the following criteria:

1. Texas resident

2. High school senior or an undergraduate student.

3. Plans to be a full-time student for the upcoming school year in an undergraduate degree program by an accredited college or university, or enrolled in a vocational or technical school.

4. A child or grandchild of an employee of a member of the Texas Propane Gas Association.  The parent’s or grandparent’s work must be directly related to the propane industry.

5. GPA (need to be in upper half of class for consideration)

Entry Requirements

 The following data are required from each candidate:

1. Completed Application 

2. Two completed evaluation sheets.  E-1 Evaluation must be completed and submitted by an adult not related to you or any faculty members.  E-2 Evaluation must be completed and submitted by any current or former faculty member.  All evaluations must be completed and submitted directly by the evaluator, via mail (with the school’s seal or evaluator’s signature across the back flap) or fax.  We must be certain that an evaluator can be secure in the knowledge that the applicant cannot read his or her evaluation.  Check regularly with evaluators to be sure that the evaluations are sent by the due date.
3. Official transcripts of all high school and college records submitted via mail, email or fax.  (First-semester students need only to send high school transcripts and college transcript if dual-enrolled).

4. Authorization to release family financial information (located on last page of application).
Awards

1. The scholarship will be paid to the comptroller of the college, university or vocational school according to school requirements where the scholarship winner will do his/her undergraduate work.

Selection Criteria

1. Scholarship recipients will be selected by independent collegiate panel on the basis of academic performance, faculty recommendations, extra-curricular activities, employment experience, completion of application, and financial need.

2. All selections are considered final.  All applications and attachments become the property of the TPGA Scholarship Foundation.

3. Scholarship recipients are to keep in contact with the Scholarship Foundation.  Recipients are to send in copies of all term transcripts, class schedules for verification of full-time status, and brief reports on academic progress and activities upon request.
